Demografiestrategie passé?

Wahlen entscheiden viel, aber die demografische Struktur entzieht sich kurzfristigen Eingriffen. Un-
tatig darf Politik dennoch nicht sein, verantwortet sie doch grundsatzliche Entscheidungen und gibt
Richtungen vor. Insofern war in der letzten Legislaturperiode von einer Demografiestrategie die Rede
— aber was wurde aus ihr, wenn wir sie einmal bilanzieren wollen? Der Anspruch, gestalterisch ein-
zugreifen, war ja ehrenwert, ging aber im Regierungsalltag eher unter. Gibt es in der Ampel-Philoso-
phie Hinweise fur einen Neustart einer ernst gemeinten, effizienten Demografiepolitik?

Wenn wieder einmal vom Fachkraftemangel die Rede ist, wird damit indirekt der Nachwuchsmangel
deutlich, der sich Gber Jahrzehnte aufbaute. Die viel bemiihten Babyboomer kommen derzeit allmah-
lich ins Rentenalter: darf man ihnen vorhalten, zu wenig fiir Nachwuchs gesorgt zu haben? Der sog.
Generationenvertrag wurde jedenfalls nicht erfillt. Das hat man kommen sehen. So oder so wird
Migration und Integration wichtiger, strukturiert unsere Gesellschaft immer mehr —auch wenn der
dabei Ublich gewordene Begriff Migrationshintergrund etwas dunkel bleibt. Nach welchen Kriterien
kiinftig Zuwanderung gesteuert werden soll, das ware zu wissen weiterflihrend. Oder gibt es keine
Vorgaben, reagiert die Regierung nur auf Herausforderungen? Hat sich das Asylrecht eher erledigt,
findet immer mehr der sog. Spurwechsel statt, dass aus dem Asylverfahren heraus Qualifizierte sozu-
sagen vorab integriert werden kénnen?

Migration bleibt nicht nur politisch ein zentrales Thema. Gleichwohl ist die Alterung der Gesellschaft
der tiefer wirkende Veranderungsanteil im demografischen Wandel. Und auf ihn kann man gar nicht
verandernd eingreifen. Zumal eine zunehmende Lebenserwartung und eine starkere Gesundheit im
Alter gute Nachrichten sind. Politischerseits allerdings muss die Alterung finanzierbar bleiben — zwei-
fellos eine wachsende Herausforderung. Wir sollten demografieaffin dariiber sprechen, welche al-
terssichernde Strategie angedacht und favorisiert wird.

Damit sind wir fast wieder beim Stichwort Demografiestrategie angekommen. Die Beachtung des
demografischen Wandels darf jedenfalls im gouvernementalen Alltag nicht wieder verloren gehen.
Dieses Podium soll dafiir Anstdsse geben.
