Establishment of criteria following the peculiarities of the study areas of Media and Communication, and Didactics of Arts for the replacement of the requirements for drawing up and publishing scientific publications
On the basis of clause 7.2 of Annex 1 to Tallinn University Employment Relations Rules and following the proposal of Baltic Film, Media, Arts and Communication School (11/11/2016 decision No. 1-6/164), I shall establish the criteria following the peculiarities of the study areas of Media and Communication, and Didactics of Arts for the replacement of the requirements for drawing up and publishing scientific publications with outstanding recognized results achieved in professional development and creative activity as follows:
1. In case of recognized creative persons applying for the position of an associate professor or lecturer (excl. didactics teaching staff) and working in relevant positions in the study areas of Media and Communication, and Didactics of Arts, to allow the replacement of the requirement of drawing up and publishing scientific publications with outstanding recognized results achieved in creative activity up to the extent of three publications under categories 1.1, 1.2 or 3.1 on the basis of principles of equalization of creative work with publicizing set out for the fields of art in Tallinn University Employment Relations Rules.
2. In order to take account of the abovementioned achievements, the candidate for the position or the employee under evaluation shall submit a list of creative works, showing separately internationally recognised creative activity, supported by relevant proof.
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
